                Upon arrival in Buenos Aires, meet greet and transfer to hotel 

Buenos Aires is famous for being the birthplace of Tango. No doubt, this is the best city in the world for fans of this 

famous dance.

Day 2: Buenos Aires

tour begins with a tour of 9 de Julio Avenue, one of the widest avenues in the world, where you can find the symbol of 

the city: the Obelisk. You will stop at Plaza de Mayo, where you will visit the Casa Rosada, name by which it is popularly 

known the presidential palace, and the magnificent Metropolitan Cathedral, with its incredible neoclassical facade, 

mausoleum of national hero, General San Martin. You will also visit squares as San Martin, Alvear and Plaza del 

Congreso. Important avenues like Corrientes, Av. De Mayo, among others. Important areas of the city like La Boca, San 

Telmo, Palermo, Recoleta and the most modern: Puerto Madero. 

At night, dinner and tango show at Tango Porteño. 

Enjoy the night of fun and elegance in a dazzling and spectacular tango hall. Let the luxurious, old theater take you away 

as you feel the grandeur of the theater the minute you walk through the door. 

To begin the evening, you will enjoy a three course meal of the highest quality Argentine cuisine. Your dinner will be 

paired with traditional Argentine wines, as well as soft drinks and purified water. 

 

Day 3: Buenos Aires - Calafate  

Private transfer from Hotel to the airport with guide for your flight to Calafate 

Upon arrival in Calafate, private transfer from Airport to downtown hotel. 

 

Day 4: Calafate  

Take in the rare and breathtaking beauty of the Perito Moreno Glacier, one of the UNESCO JEWELS. After breakfast in the 

morning go on a full day SIB tour of the Perito Moreno Glacier. On the way to the park, they will explain the importance 

of the glacier and share interesting details and facts about the park and Perito Moreno. Your first stop will be at a series 

of walkways for views of the glacier and to take photos. From there the bus will continue and you will get to see the amazing views and natural beauty      

that the park has to offer. You will get to walk along the walkways to see the glacier and watch as the chunks of ice break off and crash into the water.      

At the end of the day the bus will take you back to your hotel. 

 

Day 5: Calafate – Iguazu  

Private Transfer with guide to the airport for your flight to Iguazu 

Upon arrival Our guide will pick you up and driver you to your Hotel. 

At the big waterfalls of Foz de Iguazu you can find the border triangle with Brazil, Paraguay and Argentina. A former 

frontier military outpost, construction and tourism led to development and growth in the area. 

The Iguacu Falls receive their name from the Caigangues Indian word meaning 'great waters'. The falls are formed by the 

Iguacu River and consist of 275 separate falls; they are surrounded by the virgin jungle of Iguacu National Park which is 

home to about 2000 species of flora and 400 bird species (including parrots and toucans). The highest fall, the 'Garganta 

do Diabo' (Devil's Throat) reaches 70m (230ft), which is one and a half times the height of the Niagara Falls. Besides 

taking in the stunning view from one of the many "catwalks" visitors may try rafting or take a spectacular boat ride 

through the falls.

On top of Corcovado, at an altitude of 700 m above sea level, 

you will stand in front of the symbol of Rio de Janeiro- Statue of Christ the Savior (38m) that was built in 1931. From top 

of Corcovado, you have a breathtaking panoramic view of the city and its surroundings like the Bridge Niteroi, 

Guanabara Bay, the Botanical Garden, the Maracana stadium and the Sugar Loaf.
